From our Priest:

Dear Friends and Family of Christ Church,

Saint Teresa of Avila often times reflected upon Jesus’s capacity to bring peace.
Like the WWII English phrase, “Be calm and carry on!”, Jesus said quite simply,
“Peace be with you”. He alone can fill you with light, dissipate all your troubles
from which a few moments before you would not believe the wisest in the would
could have delivered you.

To get here I often drive through the Allegany State Park where I often encounter
all kinds of fauna - deer, bear, opossums, porcupines, raccoons, osprey and most
recently Canada geese! They come here mostly to graze by the lake. Less of a
nuisance than on Long Island where their guano destroys sod farms.

In watching them I’ve observed families and other relationships. The gander is
larger than the goose and is the guardian of his mate and family. In fact geese
can be so territorial that at a distillery in Scotland they act as “guard dogs,
charging at the invader with a straight, swollen neck, honking and furious.
Surprisingly it never comes to blood or blows. The intruder retires and the
grazing resumes.

It seems that geese, like people, cannot share a place for too long without finding
something to argue about. This is where I think they can teach us most. They
have rituals and harmless ways of settling arguments. I’ve never seen a row
serious enough to end a meal, lead to bloodshed or break down a relationship.
All end with a simple adjustment to the other. How much we can learn from
them this Pentecost!

Come into our hearts today, Lord Jesus, by the power of your spirit.

Today we seem to have the
form of religion but not its power.
